From Wisconsin Landfills?

Wisconsin’s electronics recycling law bans landfilling and incineration of several
electronics. These bans apply no matter where the devices are from or who used them.

Wisconsin households, K-12 public schools and Parental Choice Program schools can
recycle banned devices (except cell phones) through E-Cycle Wisconsin.
